SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Housing Authority of the City of Cape May requests proposals for a Physical Needs Assessment for its Lafayette Court, Osborne Court and Broad Street Court properties.

The Physical Needs Assessment is intended to identify Housing Authority-wide needs in a holistic fashion.  The provider must use HUD Standards, practical application of industry facilities standards and management standards.

The Physical Needs Assessment must consider factors such as adequacy of existing systems, energy efficiency, energy consumption, environmental issues, barrier-free accessibility, security and other factors including HUD Standards.

The Physical Needs Assessment must include the usage of ASTM E-2018 Standard Guide for Property Conditions Assessments; Baseline Property Condition Assessment Process as a guide and the form HUD-52832 Physical Needs Assessments.

The Physical Needs Assessment shall be prepared by an Architect or Engineering Firm (A/E) licensed to do business in the State of New Jersey that has demonstrated experience in the preparation of Physical Needs Assessments for public housing authorities using the criteria referenced herein.

A draft copy of the Physical Needs Assessment shall be delivered to the Authority no later than 30 days after the execution of the agreement and the final copy submitted to the Authority no later than 15 days after the comments on the draft copy have been received by the A/E.  Five (5) copies in report covers of the final copy shall be delivered.
